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For every dollar spent on K-12-
aged students in Michigan,
$0.09 was spent on infants and
toddlers, and $0.24 on
preschool-aged children.

In 2022, Michigan invested over $1.2
billion in early care and education, yet
more than $29 million — about 2% of
total spending — was not reflected in
national reports, leaving some state and
local investments uncaptured.

Of these investments in birth to K-
entry:

o 29% supported e 60% came from
infants and federal sources
toddlers

e 71% supported e 40% came from
children age three state funds

to kindergarten
entry

In 2022, Michigan supported eatly care
and education through programs such as
the Child Development and Care Public
Assistance Program, the Tri-Share Child
Care Program, and the Great Start
Readiness Program (GSRP). Future
reports will reflect continued
investments, including increased state
funding and higher per-child funding
rates for GSRP.
