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South Carolina

For every dollar spent on K-12-
aged students in South Carolina,
$0.11 was spent on infants and
toddlers, and $0.19 on
preschool-aged children.

South Carolina invested almost $581
million in eatly care and education in
2022, yet only $522 million of those
dollars were reflected in national reports,
leaving $59 million — or 11% — of state
and local spending uncaptured.

In 2022, South Carolina supported early
care and education through dedicated
programs such as BabyNet and the
South Carolina Child Early Reading
Development and Education Program
(CERDEP). Continued investments,
such as the Language & Literacy
Enhancement Program, will be reflected
in future reports.
